Three boxes are shipped from Boulder (Colorado, USA) to Mexico City for temporary import. The boxes contain scientific equipment for environmental monitoring (one Aerosol Mass Spectrometer) that will be used in Mexico City temporarily for measurements of air pollutants. These measurements are part of the project “Integrated Strategy for the Management of Air Quality in the Valley of Mexico 2001-2010,” lead by Professor Mario Molina, Nobel Prize of Chemistry 1995. This project is financed by the Mexico City Metropolitan Environmental Commission, in which the Mexico DF Government is participating.

The boxes are identified as follows: 

Aerosol Mass Spectrometer (AMS) Box: Blue Plastic, 300 kg, Value US$ 250,000

Auxiliary Box #1: Black Plastic, 30 kg approximately, Value US$ 3,545 

Auxiliary Box #1: Black Plastic, 30 kg approximately, Value US$ 1,295

Auxiliary Box #1: Black Plastic, 30 kg approximately, Value US$ 2,950
