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In planning, developing, and operating renewable energy projects, we are realizihg phenomenon
that we studied over mountains actually also applies over smaller terrain features and sometimes
even within wind power plants. That’s forcing us to use more sophisticated models with higher
resolution products like NOAA’s High-Resolution Rapid Refresh Data (HRRR). Meteorology is not just a
large regional issue. We see growing value as we localize it down to specific sites. — Mark Ahlstrom
