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| think people don’t understand how effective and close the relationships are
between the media, the National Weather Service (NWS), and the Emergency
Management Community (EMC). Responding to major threats starts when

they are predicted and continues in a 24/7 backroom dialogue between EMCs,
electronic media, and NWS. They coordinate efforts to develop a clear
message for the public, and to keep America safe.— Ed Johnson
