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BOEMRE is responsible for the environmentally “responsible leasing” of the Offshore
Continental Shelf. To accomplish this, we need to know what the potential of 
impacts downstream to human health and the environment are. The likelihood of 
the future of wind energy as a resource is highly dependent on microclimate, 
wake effect and other critical weather data. – Angel McCoy
