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I think we can say that what we have here in the United States is the gold standard 
of weather services. The full potential value of NOAA’s weather and climate services 
is not yet being realized, though. The NWS collects and creates valuable information
more rapidly than can be practically communicated to the public. NOAA advocates 
moving towards an Open Web Coverage Service policy whenever and wherever 
possible to provide information to research groups and the public. – Peter Neilley
