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Right now, if you want to know what your flood risk is, you click on a map and it tells you what the river
levels are at the nearest stream gauge. But that may or may not be near where you are, and it is hard
to translate river levels into a flood threat. We want to fix that. Through an innovative federal partnership
known as Integrated Water Resources Science and Services (IWRSS), we are developing a system that
can tell you more about your flood risk, wherever you might be and in more meaningful terms. That’s
only a small part of the water resources, science and services that IWRSS will provide. - Tim Schneider
