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We’re looking at cost effective methods for determining the best places for offshore 
wind turbines. To do this we need to work with the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration and other federal agencies, private investors, and 
academia. This is a multi-faceted problem that requires our collaboration. – Will Shaw
