Module 4: The Physical Basis of Weather: Part 1

This module is related to the course’s central concept of “Ocean/Weather and Climate
Connection”. The ocean controls weather and climate by absorbing, storing, and moving
heat, carbon, and water. The Earth’s ocean, atmosphere and climate have changed over
time.

Learning Sequence:
